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Personal Accident Scheme for Season 2007/08

The following is a brief outline of the Sussex County Football ‘Association Personal Accident
Scheme for the 2007/08 season.

» Coverage is provided to registered persons whilst playing or officiating for a covered
Team at home or away fixtures, or whilst taking part in organised training with the
affiliated club.

+ Coverage provided for players aged up to 55 and to officials up to aged 70.

s Coverage excludes pre-existing conditions. For a full list of exclusions, please refer to
policy wording.

BENEFITS PROVIDED:

Death following an accidental Bodily Injury GBP 20,000. For any insured person under the
age of 16 years or undergoing full time education, this benefit shall be limited to GBP 5,000.

Dismemberment following an accidental Bodily Injury GBP 25,000.

Temporary Total Disablement following an accidental Bodily Injury. Basic cover at Level 1
pays GBP15.00 per week for a total of 104 weeks. This benefit is only payable in the event
that an individual's regular basic weekly salary is not paid following the Accidental Bodily
Injury. No benefit is payable for the first 14 days of each period of Total Disablement.

Each club has the option to increase the weekly benefit up to GBP 200.

No weekly benefit is payable to those in Mini/Youth Soccer, or under the age of 16, or those
insured persons who are in full time education or those insured persons not in regular gainful
employment.

Hospital Benefit - If, as a result of sustaining accidental Bodily Injury, the insured Person is
admitted to hospital as an inpatient on the recommendation of a qualified and registered
medical practitioner, Underwriters will pay a benefit of GBP 25 for each complete 24 hour
period spent as an inpatient, up to a maximum of GBP 250 in all. No amount shall be payable
for the first 24 hours of each admission.

Parent/Dependent Child Hospital Benefit - If the Insured Person who is admitted to hospital
as an inpatient, in accordance with the Hospital Benefit above, is a dependent child aged
under 16 years and on the recommendation of a qualified and registered medical practitioner
it is deemed necessary for a parent to stay with such child in hospital, Underwriters will pay a
benefit of GBP 25 for each complete 24 hour period of inpatient stay, up to a maximum of
GBP 250 in all. No amount shall be payable for the first 24 hours of each admission.

Consultant Fees - If, as a result of sustaining accidental Bodily injury, the Insured Person is
referred to a private consultant by a qualified and registered medical practitioner, in order to
obtain a specialist medical opinion, Underwriters will pay up to GBP 200 towards the
receipted cost of such consultant fees.

Physiotherapy Benefit - If, as a result of sustaining accidental Bodily injury, the Insured
Person is admitted to hospital as an inpatient in accordance with the Hospital Benefit above,
and as result of such Accident subsequently requires physiotherapy treatment on the
recommendation of a qualified and registered medical practitioner, Underwriters will pay up to
GBP 350 towards the receipted cost of such physiotherapy treatment, subject to all treatment
being completed within six months of accidental Bodily Injury.




[image: image2.jpg]Prepaid Tickets - In the event of the Insured Person sustaining accidental Bodily Injury which
Yesults in a valid claim being accepted under Temporary Total Disablement, Underwriters will
indemnify the Insured Person for up to GBP 200 in respect of all irrecoverable, prepaid,
receipted expenses that have been made for travel tickets, training courses, subscription fees

and permits, which as a result of such accidental Bodily Injury, the Insured Person is unable
to benefit from.

Broken Bones Benefit - Underwriters will pay a benefit of GBP 150 in all if as a result of
sustaining accidental Bodily Injury an Insured Person fractures one or more of the bones
listed below:

Leg (Femur, Tibia, Fxbula) Ankle (Talus), or Kneecap (Patella)

Arm (Humerus, Radius, Uina) or Wrist (Carpais)

Cheek Bone (Marla)

Collar Bone (Clavicle)

Emergency Dental Expenses - If, as a result of sustaining accidental Bodily Injury, the
insured Person .requires emergency dental treatment for the immediate relief of pain,
Underwriters. will pay up to GBP 250 towards the receipted cost of such treatment. - This
extension is limited to expenses incurred for the immediate relief of pain only and no other
dental procedures will be covered. Immediate relief of pain shall be limited to treatment
performed within 48 hours of accidental Bodily Injury and no further expenses will be
recoverable. :

Emergency First Aid Expenses - If, as a result of sustaining accidental Bodily Injury, the
Insured Person incurs reasonable emergency first aid expenses, Underwriters will pay up to
GBP 150 towards the receipted cost of such expenses.

Bereavement Benefit - In the event an Insured Person dies solely as a result of sustaining

accidental Bodily Injury and a valid claim is accepted under Benefit 1 Death, Underwriters will
‘pay up to GBP 2,000 towards the receipted cost of the funeral arrangements.
